2A. Love reveals our PERSPECTIVE 1:5-11
1B. The revelation of a TRUE perspective — who or what do we love?
1C. atrue perspective of what we are EXPERIENCING and what we
need to BECOME.
2C. atrue perspective of our ABILITY to UNDERSTAND how to use
what we know and are experiencing.
3C. atrue perspective of how we live within our VALUE system
in light of what we are EXPERIENCING
2B. The revelation of a FALSE perspective — who or what do we love?
Personal peace in the place of a love for who God is and what he is doing.
1C. afalse perspective causes us to AVOID what God is doing
while causing us to think we are what He wants us to BECOME
2C. a false perspective creates a false ASSUMPTION that we KNOW
whatever is necessary to MEET anything we might encounter.
3C. a false perspective cause us to expect God to adopt OUR VALUE

system as His own.



3A. Love is REWARDED when TESTED 1:12

1B. A CONSISTENT and FAIR appraisal of our endurance

2B. A MEANINGFUL, fulfilling, OBVIOUS reward for our
endurance.

3B. A continual reminder of His FAITHFULNESS to His WORD
for future tests we must endure.

4B. The blessing of knowing we have fulfilled His WILL, passed the

test, and are BECOMING what He wants us to be.
